The children have three days (including a proofreading lesson) to complete their newspaper reports so they 

can spend enough time planning and drafting them in order to include all the information below in their 

writing.   

I loved seeing your mixed-up animals last week! It was a great way for you to learn more facts about the 

rainforest animals and I really enjoyed seeing how imaginative you can be! Today, I would like you to pretend 

that someone (it could be you) has discovered that mixed up animal and write a newspaper report to let the rest 

of the world know!

Now, instead of following the instruction at the end of this video, your report will be about your new animal. 

Your paragraphs can be longer than 1-2 sentences so you can explain what happened in detail. (Please read my 

example at the end of this plan)   

When we are writing a newspaper report we are stating what happened. This means that we need to use the 

past tense.  

We also need to make these clear to the reader: 

¶ When did it happen? 

¶ What happened? 

¶ Who discovered the animal? 

¶ Where was it discovered? 

We can use speech marks to include the opinion of people who are involved in the story. These people can be 

the ones who discovered your animal or scientists that studied its behaviour.  

Finally: 

¶ Explain how the animal looks like.

¶ Where it lives.  

¶ What it eats.

RE ς Unit: Lent 
In the last lesson we learnt that the three pillars of Lent are almsgiving, 
fast, and pray. 
Today we will focus on almsgiving. 
Please read the text below and then watch the two videos that are 
under the text.  

Introduction to Lent: Almsgiving 
 

Of the three marks of Lent τ prayer, fasting and almsgiving τ 

almsgiving is surely the most neglected. 

And yet, in the only place where the Bible brings all three together, the 
inspired author puts the emphasis firmly on the last: "Prayer and 
fasting are good, but better than either is almsgiving accompanied by 
righteousness ... It is better to give alms than to store up gold; for 
almsgiving saves one from death and expiates every sin. Those who 
regularly give alms shall enjoy a full life" (Tob 12:8-9). 
 
Why is almsgiving better than prayer and fasting? Because it is prayer, 
and it involves fasting. Almsgiving is a form of prayer because it is 
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"giving to God" — and not mere philanthropy. It is a form of fasting because it demands sacrificial giving — not just 
giving something, but giving up something, giving till it hurts. 
 
Jesus presented almsgiving as a necessary part of Christian life: "when you give alms, sound no trumpet before you, as 
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may be praised by men. Truly, I say to you, they have 
received their reward. But when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing" (Mt 6:2-
3). He does not say IF you give alms, but WHEN. Like fasting and prayer, almsgiving is non-negotiable. 
 
The first Christians knew this. "There was no needy person among them, for those who owned property or houses 
would sell them, bring the proceeds of the sale, and put them at the feet of the apostles, and they were distributed to 
each according to need" (Acts 4:34-35). 
 
That was the living embodiment of a basic principle of Catholic Social Teaching, what tradition calls "the universal 
destination of goods." The Catechism of the Catholic Church puts it succinctly: "The goods of creation are destined for 
the entire human race" (n. 2452). 
 
But they can't get there unless we put them there — and that requires effort. 
 
Jesus said, "It is more blessed to give than to receive" (Acts 20:35),  
 
Many Catholics extend the concept of almsgiving beyond money to include time and talent as well, donating a portion 
of these to worthy causes. 
 
We are living high, but are we giving high? 
It's a good question to ask ourselves during Lent. It is a scandal, after all, for Christians to have closets overstuffed 
with clothing when there are families who are shivering because they can't pay their heating bill. It is a scandal for 
Christians to be epidemically overweight when they have near neighbours who go to bed hungry. 
 
We need to give to God — whom we meet in our neighbour — until these problems go away. As God gave himself 
entirely to us, so we give ourselves entirely to Him. In the Eucharist, He holds nothing back. He gives us His body, 
blood, soul and divinity — everything He has. That's the giving we need to imitate. 
 
Charity begins at home, where we daily make the choice to give our time, our attention, our affirming smile, and give 
generously. But charity must not stop there, because for Catholics "home" is universal, and our family is as big as the 
world. We need to dig deep and give much where much is needed. But, whenever possible, our charity should also 
involve personal acts, not just automatic withdrawals from our bank account. Pope John Paul asked us to see, and be 
seen by, "the human face of poverty."

Cutting down Rainforests  
This is a Rainforest in Brazil, and there are plans to chop down a large section of these trees. Below are some reasons 
why people might be in favour of this happening.  
• The rainforests cover a large area, and as population grows, people need somewhere to live. Cutting down trees can 
make room for new homes, roads and schools.  
• The cleared areas could also be used for hotels and other tourist attractions that would bring jobs and money to the 
local area.  
• People who live in rainforests may clear small areas to grow food in.  
• Wood from the trees which have been cut down can be used to build many different things such as homes and 
furniture. 
• It can be made into card and paper which has a variety of uses for everyone from toilet paper to birthday cards.  
• Wood can be burned in fires to cook food, use as lights or to keep people warm.  
• The wood timber and construction industries give jobs to many local people who would struggle to survive if they no 
longer had a job.  

Surely chopping down the trees is a good thing!  
Remember that there are two sides to every story.  
Please read the following role cards and try to empathise (understand how they feel) with these people: 
Role Card 1: 
You work for the World Wildlife Fund. You are concerned about the toucan and the extinction of other rain 
forest animals. You can see that the list of endangered animals is getting larger and larger. You have been 
working for the Wildlife Fund for 15 years. You are feeling that the situation is getting desperate. 
Role Card 2: 
You are a person who lives in the rain forest. You come from a very poor family. In order to meet the needs 
of your family, you decide to farm the rich soil underneath the rain forest. It is necessary for you to cut 
down the trees in order to plant your crops. The crops you plant will help put food on the table for you and 
your family members. The money you earn selling the crops also will help to pay for medicine for the 
members of your family who are sick. 
Role Card 3: 
You are a lumberjack who works for a lumber company. You have been a lumberjack in the rain forest for 
30 years. You know no other business. You have always cut down the trees. You use the money that you 
earn as a lumberjack to feed your children and to help take care of your grandchildren. 
Role Card 4: 
You are a lumber company president. You have been in business in the rain forest for more than 25 years. 
All the money you earn is made by chopping down the rain forest. More than 50 lumberjacks and their 
families depend on you and your company for their living. 
Role Card 5: 
You are a scientist who does research on the world's atmosphere. You have found that the rain forests 
around the world produce 40% of the world's oxygen. Without oxygen the health of people around the 
world would decline. You are very concerned because 115 square miles of rain forest are being destroyed 
each day. 
Role Card 6: 
You are a worker in the bauxite mines. You dig the bauxite out of the soil so that it can be made into 
aluminium cans. The bauxite is found underneath the rain forests. After all, the trees of the rain forest are 
cut down and cleared, you and your fellow workers mine the bauxite. You are not making a lot of money, 
but it is enough to feed you and your mother and three sisters. You believe that this is the only job that is 
available to you. 



Role Card 7: 
You are a medical research scientist who is developing a new medicine that would help people fight cancer. 
You get the necessary resources to make this medicine from a rare plant in the rain forest. It is getting more 
and more difficult to obtain this plant because the rain forests are being destroyed. You are concerned that 
if this continues you will no longer be able to produce this cancer treatment. 
Activity: Cut out one of the leaves below or make your own leaf using paper or card. Colour in your leaf on both 
sides and on one side write a reason the rainforests need to be preserved and on the other side a reason why 
rainforests need to be cut down. You can use reasons from the role cards above or from the additional information at 
the end of this plan.
